If you have a child age 3-7, it is beneficial to have a specific parent helper for each class.  Parent/class helpers help with the 
following:

• Help change the children into their costumes in their designated changing area 
• Take children to and from the dressing rooms to the stage 
• Help line the children up in the wings in their entrance order 
• Take each class when everyone is ready to the “pick up” area
